▪ EU directives allow to simplify procedures, however, 
detailed legal regulation of all procurement methods is 
chosen 

▪ Process-orientation, not result-orientation 
▪ Insufficient use of measures that increase efficiency 

(centralisation, consolidation, etc.) 
▪ Contracting authorities lack skills and competencies 

▪ Main question – what supervision functions are needed by the State, i. e. what 
common values need protection and what concrete goals are set for supervision 
bodies 

▪ Implementation process of consolidation solutions may leave supervision 
functions as well as their distribution and scope not optimised, supervision 
burden for economic entities is not decreased, therefore, currently we conduct 
audit in this area (completion date Q1 of 2020)
